Heaven (Eternal Life) is a free gift. The Bible says,
"... the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our
Lord." (Romans 6:23) And because Heaven is a
gift, like any other genuine gift, it is not earned or
deserved. Therefore, no amount of personal
effort, good works, or religious deeds can earn a
place in Heaven for you. [Ephesians 2:8-9]

Man is a sinner. The Bible says, “All have sinned
and fall short of the glory of God: (Romans 3:23)

And because of this, man

cannot save himself. \_HOLYGOD
God loves us tremendously

therefore doesn’t want to

punish us. (IJohn 4:8), and

He says, “I have loved you

with an everlasting love,” SINFUL MAN
But the same Bible that

tells us that God is just, and therefore must punish
sin.

We have a problem; we all have sinned.

The penalty for sin is death. We need forgiveness
so that we can have a right relationship with God.
God solved this problem for us in the person of
Jesus Christ. The Bible tells us clearly that Jesus is
the infinite God-Man. “In the beginning was the
Word (Jesus)... and the Word (Jesus) was God... and
the Word (Jesus) became flesh and dwelt amoung
us...” (John 1:1,14

Jesus Christ came to earth and lived a sinless life, but
while on earth, he died on the cross to pay the
penalty for our sins and rose from the grave to
purchase a place for us in Heaven. “All we like sheep
have gone astray; we have turned everyone to his
own way; and the Lord has laid on Him (Jesus) the
iniquity of us all.” (Isaiah 53:6)

God hates our sin, but because of His love for us, He
has placed them all on His Son. Christ bore our sin in
His body on the cross. Now Jesus Christ offers you
eternal life as a free gift.

GOD

This gift is received by faith.
Faith is the key that opens
the door to Heaven.

MAN Saving faith is trusting in Jesus
Christ alone for salvation. It means resting upon
Christ alone and what He has done rather than upon
what you or | have done to get us into Heaven.
“Believe (trust) on the Lord Jesus Christ and you
shall be saved.” (Acts 16:31)

Receiving Christ involves turning to God from self
(repentance) and trusting Christ to come into our
lives to forgive us of our sins and to make us what
He wants us to be. Just to agree intellectually that
Jesus Christ is the Son of God and that He died on
the cross for our sins is not enough. Nor is it
enough to have an emotional experience. We
receive Jesus Christ by faith, as an act of our will.
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
